Place only 
recyclable materials: cardboard, paper, glass, aluminum and 

plastic containers in the recycling bin. Refer to the inside of this 
brochure for a detailed list of recyclable items. 

Property managers 
or owners are 

required to provide 
the following for 
their tenants:

• Provide containers and 
subscribe to a sufficient service 
level for all recyclable materials.

• Provide signage on or near 
containers describing proper 
separation of recyclables.

• Provide information to tenants 
annually and no later than 14 
days after they move in.

Slim containers can tuck into tight food 
prep areas, making food scrap 
recycling more efficient.
